French and Indian War
· Archaeology 
Information about archaeological excavations done by a field school in the Lake George area. Included are pictures and some information about forts and other locations in the area. 

· 1755 - The French and Indian War Home Page 
This site is dedicated to the French soldiers who came to New France to fight the British. The author of this page has provided a list of French regulars who fought in the war, and this information is to be used in a book that the author is currently working on. Also provided are references to books and other web sites. 

· American Revolutionary War Soldiers and their Descendants 
Basically, this site just lists the names of men who fought in some American wars and their descendants, and provides a means for those interested to contact each other. 

· Archiving Early America 
A forum for educators, students, and anyone else interested in Early American History where messages can be posted. 

· Chief Pontiac's Siege of Detroit - Rearview Mirror 
An illustrated article discussing this event. 

· Digital History LTD - The Gateway to the Past 
A wonderful site with very comprehensive information about the 17th century. See the Table of Contents for a full list of site contents. Be sure to check out the Montcalm and Wolfe page, which has information about battles, forts, armaments, unit histories, etc. 

· The Electronic Archive of Early American Fiction 
70 titles available publicly courtesty of the Mellon Foundation and the University of Virginia Library. Included is James Fenimore Cooper's Last of the Mohicans. 

· French and Indian Cruelty: The Life and Curious Adventures of Peter Williamson 
The entire text of a book written in the late 1750's by a F war soldier. Very interesting tale with an introduction that includes the circumstances that brought the author to America as a boy. 

· French and Indian War (Encyclopedia Britannica) 
A brief descriptive entry about the war from Encyclopedia Britannica. Cross-references within the text link to other Britannica entries about people or events relating to the war. 

· The French and Indian War 
This site provides a brief history of the war with links to contemporary maps. 

· The French and Indian War - About.com 
This is basically an encyclopedic entry of moderate length that provides a good, but very general, overview of the entire war. 

· The French and Indian War Discussion Port 
As the site says, "This port is devoted to a light hearted discussion centered about The French and Indian War." 

· The French and Indian War's Impact on America - An Essay 
A full essay about the French and Indian War written by a student at a Dutch university. Don't worry, it's written in English. 

· The Lake Champlain and Lake George Historical Site 
Contains a geographical map of the area, links, a historical tour, a timeline, a bibliography, and other resources. 

· Partisan Warfare 
An essay on Canadian partisans during the war, focusing especially on one partisan named Joseph Marin. 

· Rogers' Ranging Company Home Page 
A site with general information about the French and Indian War, and also more specific information about Rogers' Rangers, the famous unit from New Hampshire. 

Locations of Interest
· Alabama Frontier Days - Fort Toulouse and Jackson State Park 
Located in Wetumpka, AL, this park provides reenactments and other information on Alabama's F&I War and War of 1812 history. Articles and other information can also be found here. 

· British Forts of the French and Indian War 
This site is actually part of the French & Indian War Magazine, but this portion fits well in this category. There is a rather lengthy list of all forts in alphabetical order, often with several sites listed for a fort. 

· Col. Washington's Frontier Forts 
The web site for an association that is home to a number of forts in Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia, and West Virginia that were originally constructed by George Washington for use during the French & Indian War. 

· The Fort at No. 4 
A fort located in Charlestown, NH that is currently a living history museum. It's time dates back to the mid-18th century. A very good site with tons of historical information. 

· Fort Edwards 
Run by The Fort Edwards Foundation of Capon Bridge, West Virginia, this is the site for a fort that was located on the Virginia frontier. The heart of this site lies in its ongoing archaeological excavations. 

· Fort Bon Secours / Father Thomas / The Habitants of New France 
The web site of a location in Wisconsin providing three distinct living history services. It contains a recreated F&IW-era fort, the headquarters of a reenactment group, and Father Thomas (an ordained minister who provides historic interpretation and religious services). 

· Fort Frederick 
This fort defended Maryland during the French and Indian War and has now been restored. Web site mostly contains information regarding available recreational activities at this state park. 

· Fort Ligonier 
General information about the fort - location, hours of operation, etc., with a very brief history. It's your basic historic park's web page. 

· Fort Loudoun, Pennsylvania 
A French and Indian War fort located in Franklin County, Pennsylvania. The site has an interesting history of the fort, along with information about facilites at the fort and the local area. 

· Fort Necessity 
Their main page has standard national park information. Check out their Expanded web site, which has a lot of historical information. 

· Fort Stanwix 
A typical national park web site. 

· Fort Ticonderoga 
The official site of the great fort. Be sure to check out the Educational Resources section. It's also definitely worth a visit to in person if you ever get the chance. 

· Fort William Henry 
Very commercial, and basically a subsidiary of the hotel's web site. There is some contact information and archaeological stuff, but not much else. 

· Fortress of Louisbourg 
Contains fort history, directions/location, and plenty of images. 

· French Forts of the French and Indian War 
Like the site about British forts, this one is also part of the French and Indian War Magazine site. Again, it's a rather lengthy list of forts in alphabetical order, with hyperlinks to any available sites. 

· Lake George and the Adirondack Mountains - History 
Basically provides links to other resources and information about the Lake George area. 

· Old Fort Niagara 
Site includes the usual information, as well as a detailed fort history, information about archaeology at the fort, information about the fort museum, and links. 

· Old Fort Western 
A 1754 National Historic Landmark located on the Kennebec River in Augusta, Maine. Quite a few good pictures of the fort. 

· Selkirk Lighthouse Home Page 
Treaty of the French and Indian War signed here, but that's about it. 

Images and Maps
· The Cartographic Creation of New England 
Not a site about the French and Indian War, but it has plenty of excellent maps from that period. 

· The Death of General Wolfe 
A scan of the famous painting depicting Wolfe's death. 

· Map of European Settlements and Indian Tribes, 1750 
That's exactly what it is. 

· Map of North America, 1763 
Again, that's what it is. 

· Pamela Patrick Illustration 
The web site of an artist who creates illustrations of historic scenes, including many of the French & Indian War. 

· Picture of Montcalm 
Ever wonder what the guy looked like? Well, here he is. 

Reenactment Information
· French and Indian War Magazine 
In their words, "The purpose of F War Magazine is to promote the study of the French & Indian War and the re-enactment groups that portray the military of that time period." 

· Holy Family Militia (Milice de Sainte Famille) 
A reenactment organization of French colonial settlers in the Southern Illinois area. They operate out of a few different historic sites and provide some interesting educational programs. 

· Impressions Reenactment Web Mall 
Provides links to lots of reenactment groups, including those concerned with the period of the French and Indian War. 

· Les Coureurs du Bois de Fort de Chartres 
A club that focuses on re-creating the lifestyle of the French settlers in mid-18th c. Illinois. One must know the enemy, I suppose. 

· The North Carolina Provincials and Waddell's Company, the Rangers of Ft. Dobbs 1754-1762 
Homepage of a relatively new reenactment organization. Included is a paper about North Carolina and the Seven Years War, written by John R. Maass, the organization's coordinator. 

· Reenactors World Plus 
A site covering a broad range of information on reenactments and related topics. Look under "18th Century" for the link to F&I War information. 

· St. Clair Flats Historical Encampment 
A reenactment organization focused on people inhabiting the Great Lakes region in the 1700's. Reenactments take place at Algonac State Park in Algonac, Michigan. 

· The Seven Years War Website 
Primarily a site with a lot of information for reenactors, but there are also some articles and links. 

· Spirits of the North Historical and Educational Society Home Page 
"A dedicated society of historical reenactors, focused on the people and events of the Mackinac area from 1600 to 1815."
